It's a new year for the Townsville Cinema
Group, and a new line up of films for
2010. The Group’s strength continues to
be you, our members, and with roughly
220 members renewing from last year
and - at the time we went to print - close
to 100 new members, we are approach-
ing our new cap raised to 350. So, if you
wish to take out a membership for this
year, our only advice can be to finalise
this as soon as possible.

Non-members are still eligible to attend
for $12 any screening night, a screening,
that is, which has not been filled until 5
minutes before the projection starts by
members.

This years films have been selected,
mostly sight unseen by the committee
and based on availability. We have aimed
to select a wide variety of films from
various countries, which most likely will
not appeal to all our members, all of the
time, but should appeal overall to a
broad range of people. Please choose to
attend sessions which you think will ap-
peal to you based on the synopses and
film classification details we provide in
the newsletters and on our website, or
come to screenings ready to be either
surprised or disappointed.

Like last year, we will hand out vote
cards, as an opportunity for you to pro-
vide feedback on each of the screenings.

We have tried to include films from all
parts of the globe (see table below, which
shows the number of films per country of
origin), and this year have chosen to
screen a re-released film, the Australian
Classic 'Wake in Fright' from 1971. This
brings the Ozzie total to five.

While there aren't any over-arching
themes, if you look hard enough you
might be able to spot something we've
missed.

This is the 49th year of continuous oper-
ation for the Townsville Cinema Group,
making us one of the longest running or-
ganisations of its kind in the country. We

Monthly Movie Trivia

The first of the Three Colours films,
Trois couleurs: Bleu was released in
Australia on MARCH 31st, 1994. While
Krysztof Kieslowski was a Polish born
and trained filmmaker, he derived most
of the funding for his later films from
France. The three colours from his tril-
ogy are the colours of the French flag.

Following two previous mistrials, on
APRIL 12, 1922, the infamous man-
slaughter trial of Roscoe 'Fatty' Arbuckle
concluded. The jury took only six min-
utes to return a unanimous “not guilty”
verdict - five of those minutes were spent
writing a statement of apology, unprece-
dented in American justice.

The trial and the bad press destroyed
Arbuckle's career and led to the devel-
opment of the Hays Code, which pro-
duced a long period of prudish censor-
ship in American film.

Germany, 1970’s: murderous bomb at-
tacks, the threat of terrorism and the fear
of the enemy inside are rocking the very
foundations of the still fragile democ-
racy. The radicalised children of the Nazi
generation led by Baader, Meinhof and
Ensslin are fighting a violent war against
what they perceive as the new face of fas-
cism: American imperialism supported
by the German establishment. The man
who best under-stands them is also their
hunter: Horst Herold, the head of the
German police force.

With its excellent cast and powerful nar-
rative drive, this is a vividly presented
history lesson.
